Churchos vision is close to becoming reality

In  July, Holy Trinity Church
Cuckfield received approval for its
proposals for the repair, restoration
and reordering of the Nave and
other parts of the building.
This comes after two yearsd of
meticulous planning and extensive
consultations within the parish and
with many heritage organisations.

Community opportunities

The refreshed church is at its
heart designed to serve current
Christian worship and mission needs
and those of future generations in
Cuckfield. However, it will also open
up opportunities for the Cuckfield
community to use the large and
comfortable building in new and
For example,

interesting  ways.
childrends and arts festivals and major
orchestral concerts on a scale that
cannot at present be accommodated.

An evolving church

Since its foundation in 1092, Holy
Trinity Church has been o6reorderedd
several times to suit the needs of the
age. The last occasion was during the
1850s-1870s to cater for the worship
styles of Victorians. Much of their
special work is being retained but
much also has 6long had its dayd and
is being replaced to suit 21t century
needs, helped by todayds craftsmen.
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Whatds involved?

Over the page is a brief description
of the project and some architectsd
images of what the Church will look
like when it is all finished. The work
principally involves a new floor and
underfloor heating in the Nave and
Tower, improved furnishings and new
audio-visual systems. Included is full
restoration of the beautiful but much-
neglected encaustic tiled floor of the
Baptistry, an area that will then be
brought back into full use. The final
plans have incorporated many ideas
resulting from comments expressed
during the long consultation period.

Whenis it happening?

Subject to the final funds necessary
being raised, works will begin in
January and everything should be
completed by June. Since there will
be no floor, and the opportunity is
being taken to repair and redecorate
the interior walls, the Church will be
closed for this period. Normal services
will take place in The Old School.

How can | help?

The Church needs urgent support from
the whole community with a ofinal
pushd to raise the balance of A300,000
necessary for the project.
